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  …been a fairly loose the last couple of years, we never registered until the day we got there.

  I like that. I see that Adobe has quite a few sessions which is good and accessibility blog may have reminded people to sign up for sessions so as I say I will be interested to see how this all unfolds.

  Well we will let you know on the 30th.  Marisol is flying up here Sunday before and we are commuting a couple days and staying overnight one day, so maybe 60 miles south of here.  Part of it is a really nice drive right along the edge of the ocean.

  That's nice. I've always wanted to go to San Diego so it would be a good excuse to go and take a look around.

  I don't have any idea why they moved it.  I am curious. I don't have a clue.

  I thought it was because they needed a larger (inaudible).  One of the problems with the Marriott Renaissance Hotel solution was that you had to cross an intersection and go up the street in order to get to the second venue for the conference whereas the Hilton right beside the Marriott was a lot more convenient and my understanding is that they moved it down to San Diego because they could find a more cost effective, larger conference center.

  Yes WinMain dated at that one place that many years, moving to another city is a little risky, but we will see.

  I don't know whether I can get a direct flight to San Diego or whether I would have two transfer in Los Angeles.  That would be interesting.

  Okay I am ready when you guys are.

  Hi Candace, Tom, Sharon.  Let us know when you are ready... folks be a little bit patient while Marisol is rebooting her computer, so we can have all our computers working and ready to go.  It shouldn't be too long.  All right, welcome back, merry soul, let us know when you are ready.

  I realize that you are next, Norm, Barnaby turned off my computer, your computer has frozen, I would be very careful with my computer.

  Don't you jinx me.

  Never I would never wish that on anybody in the miDAISYle of a presentation.

  Whenever you are ready, Marisol, just start.  Are you crashing again?  Marisol, are you there, hello, hello?
  Hi Norm, I'm back, can you hear me?
  You are fine whenever you are ready to start, just start.

  Okay.  Hello, I am Marisol Miranda from easi equal access to software and information.  I want to welcome everyone to the webinar BV, designing Daisy documents.  Our speaker is Karen McCall, hi Karen.  Now I’m going to turn the mic over to Norm Coombs, hi Norm.

  Hello everyone, thank you for coming and remember that Karen promised us a full program today so I'm going to turn it right over it to her today.  So Karen, lay it on us.

  Thanks Norm.  One of the first things I was going to do.  I did write down the web aDAISYress for his CTV news station here in Canada for those of you who would like to follow that para-Olympics coverage.  As I mentioned there will be 50 hours of coverage on the actual TV station, or CTV news stations across Canada but they will have they said full coverage on their website or through their website.  So I'm going to send URL to the chat window but I will also send it to Norm once we finish so that he can post it on the easi site.  And I am back, so this week we are going to talk about some of the conversion tools and go through them and I will show you what they look like.  We are also going to talk about creating Daisy from Microsoft Word document.  If you are in the habit of creating accessible word documents you will have no problem fitting your workflow to DAISY document.  It is exactly the same principles.  One of the things that I don't know if you saw, last week we were talking about synthesized voices and licensing and one of the tools that I gave you a link to is called a model talker.  That is a tool that will create a synthesized voice based on your voice.  I got an article from the New York Times technology section this week about how Roger Ebert who has thyroid cancer is using a tool from gizmodo in Scotland that captured his voice from all the television interviews and programs that he did and has created a vocabulary for him so that he can use his own voice on the computer to talk to people.  Because this is cancer he no longer has the use of his natural voice so the company has created a synthesized voice using clips from his voice and I just thought that would be interesting in the context of what we were talking about last week.  So there is a link to that article so that you can hear it.  DAISY books for Microsoft Word.  You use exactly the same principle.  So you make sure that you use heading styles.  When you use heading styles of course you can create a table of contents in your work document.  When you are exporting to tag PDF the headings will come through.  The headings will be used as bookmarks within Word document you can use the headings if you are using case read reader to navigate from topic to topic.  So you don't have to read the entire document.  If you're using a Jaws and screenwriter you can't get a list of headings in the document and quickly moved to where you want to go in a document.  If you are repurposing a document to DAISY that headings become navigational points.  If you are repurposing a document to Braille, and those headings will then become headings in a real document.  Making any accessible word document allows you to repurpose the formats with little or no repairs.  Make sure that your headings are in hierarchical order.  And this is something that people often forget.  They will look at the headings that are in a Word template and say I really like the size of heading six.  It is exactly what I want.  So they will make everything in the document a heading level six.  We see this on web pages too.  If that of learning how to customize the styles you just pick one you like out of the bunch that you see and you use that everywhere.  The problem with that is that it doesn't create a hierarchy of contents so there is no one piece of content in a document that is more or less important than any other piece of content.  For example if you have something that says Chapter 1 introduction, and you have a heading called background and they were all formatted at a heading level heading level six (inaudible) of are equally important in a document when usually in terms of hierarchy of contents in a chapter heading would be higher than the background heading.  So making sure that you do use your headings in hierarchical order so you go from having one to heading two to heading three and not from heading one to heading three.  When you are creating a DAISY book this is part of the validation process.  If you move from heading one to heading three or a heading one to heading five you will get a message from the validation tools that says you have to fix this before you can move forward.  So it is a good habit to get into and use the table of contents in your Word document.  It is a quick view of the hierarchy of your document because every heading level will be indented by one indentation in table of contents.  So you will be able to quickly see if something is out of whack or you’re not following a proper hierarchy in your document.  Remember to make sure that the document has page numbers if you want page numbers in your Daisy book.  Because you will use that page numbers to put page markers and when you are creating that DAISY book.  And this keeps you in sync.  Also if you are creating a DAISY book from a Word document and you will have page numbers in there, try to avoid blank pages because you will have to give the page numbers anyway.  Or pages where you simply have an image on it, because again you will have to give those page numbers anyway, even if you don't include the image in your Daisy book.  So headings in Microsoft Word.  Whenever possible, use a template.  If you don't like the look of the heading style that you see for your regular Word document, create a template and then make them whenever you want.  Make them pink or purple, within reasonable contrast.  This will also allow you to use a fast and easy keyboard commands for applying headings in a document.  So instead of picking up the mouse and going to the quick style gallery or to the format, if you select text that is supposed to be a level 1 heading and press control plus alt plus the number one, you will apply a heading level 1.  If you put text plus control plus alt plus two you will apply a heading level 2.  Control plus alt plus three will apply a heading level 3.  Those are the only keyboard command and headings.  If you need a four or five or six, then you will have to use the quick style dialogue or the apply styles pane in Word 2007.  I advise people to select the content they want to format before they format it because this is one of the huge problems when you deal with accessible documents and that is you turn something on, you type it and you forget to turn it off.  If you select something and then apply the formatting you know exactly where the formatting is going to be applied and you don't have to worry about all of a sudden getting a document where the blank line has a heading in one file which, if not caught will turn out as simply a blank heading.  In a list of headings.  So, you want to make sure that when you are applying formatting in a document whether it is the headings or for lists or anything else, selected first, it makes it so much easier in terms of accessibility and controlling where the formatting gave being applied.  Apply style team is another way of working with style.  Word has 11 different heading styles.  Typically, until this presentation I said typically you are only going to use the top three.  I was at a workshop two weeks ago and someone said my document has 22 levels of headings.  And I'm trying to think of the indentation you know, because every time you have a heading it gets invented by half an inch.  So by the time you get to heading 22 you are pretty much over by the right margin.  I'm hoping what they meant was they have 22 headings but maybe only six heading levels.  They just needed some different look and feel for headings throughout the document.  But that has to take the award for the most heading styles in a single document.  You typically you are going to keep it to death three levels.  And remember if you are converting to Daisy there are six levels of headings, that's it.  The same with Braille.  There are six levels with headings so do not get carried away with creating headings in your document.  Make sure that you do have some hierarchy in the document.  In Word 2003 he applied styles pane is actually in the formatting toolbar is next to the font style.  And size area.  It is at the far left.  And you can reach it by pressing control plus shift plus ass.  Need Word 2000 seven it is a little bit different.  Because we switched to read that you no longer have the formatting toolbar.  You can use the quick styles gallery which is a visual representation of what the headings look like and it is a home ribbon.  The other thing you can do is to use the apply styles pane and the same keyboard command works, control plus shift plus ass, this will open a floating dialog open your document.  I usually recommend people as they put the apply styles pane in the quick access toolbar and then you can access it using a keyboard command like all plus and four.  This is a document on the Carlin communications website that is free and it gives you the step-by-step instructions on how to put the apply styles pane up in the quick access toolbar.  Hang on a minute because I pressed the wrong thing and I had to go backward.  I pressed health and that of next.  When you create a new heading, so for example you do need to heading level ones, but you need them to look differently.  What you can do is create a custom style.  For headings you need to make sure that the file you are creating is based on an existing heading style.  So when you go to the styles pane and a keyboard command for that is alt plus H., letter N, letter why that will give you the pane down the side of your document that has a list of all of your styles in it.  At the bottom of that pain is the new style button.  If you are using any Word 2003 the new style button is at the top of the page.  Make sure that you have a heading level ones selected.  So usually what I'd do if I am working in a template is I will type my name because that is (inaudible) and I will select my name, I will open the styles pane, I will choose a new style and I will call it something like Carlin one.  Or I might call it report one if I'm doing an annual report.  (Inaudible) to include a number of the heading level in new style name because if I am not the only one working on that document at least it gives someone a clue as to what they are doing.  If I do that when I go down to the area in the new styles pane where it says style based on, the heading level 1 is already filled in for me.  I just need to take a look at it very briefly, yes it is fair and then I can concentrate on changing the appearance of Carlin one or report one or whatever I have called it.  What this means is that structure early the style that I am creating is going to have, is going to be equal to a heading level 1 or heading level to whatever I choose.  If you don't do that, if you create something like Carlin one or report one and it is based on the normal paragraph, then it is going to have the same hierarchical element as a paragraph.  So it's not going to be seen as anything other than a regular normal plain-vanilla paragraph in the document.  That will affect your ability to create an accurate table of contents.  Though the important thing when you are creating new style for custom styles is to make sure that the one you are creating is based on one of the existing styles in Microsoft Word.  For headings, if you don't like the color you can change it, if you don't like the alignment you can change it, you can put a border above below to the side.  Once you have given the style that you want based it on an existing heading style you can have it look like whatever you want it to look like.  You can also do this in a template.  So if you create an annual report template you can modify the existing heading one to be what you want.  I don't recommend that you modify the heading in the normal document template.  The one that you get when you press control plus and or go into the file new blank document.  There is no reset button.  The only way to reset the default headings is to actually go in and delete a normal DOCX and restart Word and it will regenerate the normal template without the things that you've done to it.  That is the only thing that you can get rid of any style goofs that you have.  So if you are doing course content, if you are doing a report or newsletter, whatever you are doing, create a template for that document and that way you can use it for other reports and other newsletters and it will have everything that you need in it.  The other advantage to using a template is that you can use static information.  You can put the logo, the contact information, any disclaimers, you can have it set up so all you had to do whenever you want to use it is to put the content into it and that's one of the other advantages of using a template.  A lot of organizations are now creating templates to be accessible and training staff on how to use them because you can create a template that is accessible by the office staff know how to use it you may end up with some very corrupt and inaccessible documents.  And this is just another slide that reminds you about the proper heading hierarchy.  So, making sure that your levels go 1, 2, 3 and 4, you can go back to one and two so you don't have to completely have ones and twos and threes, you could go 1, 2, 3, 1, 2, 3, you just can't skip over the headings and go 1, 3, 4.  Or 2, 4, or 3, 5.  I know that you are all very confused now, aren't you.  Let's talk about conversion tools.  So we have an acceptable word document.  The other thing I would mention is that you need to put all text on your messages in your Word documents and also if you are going to convert the document to a DAISY book or to Braille, I would also include captions because as far as I know within nine days he's a process you cannot add all text yet to images.  Nor will it be carried through in Braille.  So having the captions in the document underneath each image is going to be very helpful.  It will also be helpful if someone prints out the word document and can't identify the elements in the photo because they have a learning or cognitive disability or because their printer is almost out of any great or they are not using high-quality paper.  So using captions in combination with all text is another, it optimizes the accessibility of your document and it is something we got away from when we started creating Word documents and we had a just-in-time training to kind of throw a document together so that it looks good but if the wind blows it would just fall apart.  Let's look at the conversion tools.  Backup to the wrong place, here, Hang on.  What is a conversion tool?  We talk about Daisy books the conversion tools are generally plug-ins that going to Microsoft Word.  In some cases you will have tools like freedom scientific scope and vote or that cruise well 1000 which are both OCR scanning software tools.  That allow you to create audio only Daisy from them.  And it means you have to manually go through the document in the applications and bookmark anything you want to be a heading.  Then, you can create an audio only Daisy book.  You can't put page numbers in.  It simply skips from, it is one audio file that skips from the (inaudible).  So it there is not a lot of control that you have over the more granular aspects of your Daisy book straight in Microsoft word again I will take your well structured Word document and convert it into a DAISY book or in the case of the Daisy plug-in and will create an XML file that you can use that has all the elements of your book.  You can adjust either open it on a DAISY player that will take that and build the book for you sort of on a flight or take it into something like eclipse writer, dolphin publisher, or pipeline and build the book.  So the conversion tools are generally plug-ins or tools that do quick conversion van leave you very little control over the output.  Most of them will have some kind of validation tool but you're going to have to guess at what went wrong and where it went wrong.  As I mentioned freedom scientific and cruise well, you can scan a document into those applications, open book and Medicaid 1000.  Then you're going to manually add a bookmark and navigational points.  You can then create a DAISY book.  You have to be aware that in some cases these kinds of DAISY books will play on all DAISY players.  You then have the dolphin and TV producer.  This is a plug-in that will go directly into Microsoft Word so it looks, when it is building in the book for you it is looking for properly structured lists, properly structured tables because I'm assuming that because most of the tools now do allow the conversion of tables that, it has also kind of evil to that point.  I don't use producer.  I have an older version of it and I don't use it simply because I don't have control over what the output is, except in using headings.  There is a link on a slide, and nor will make it available if you cannot access it through the slides to more information on dolphin producer.  It is meant for people who just want sort of a fast and not so accurate DAISY book that they can put on a device and read very quickly trade flow again, very little control over what the output is.  You also then have a tool called golf converter.  And it has been around for a guess about three or four years now.  The goal of this tool is to be used primarily by educational assistance and teachers who need to be able to take a document and may be convert it into different formats and that is why they called it the dolphin converter.  It's also affectionately known as the octopus and I do have a couple images of what the tool looks like and you will be able to see why we call it the octopus.  This slide shows you the dolphin converter user interface.  So we have what really does appear to be a octopus.  He in the center of the dolphin converter screen is the place that identifies the document you're working with.  So you can click on add or tab to it and press enter, find the word document or text document or HTML document that you want to work with comment and once it is selected it sort of is opening their in the center so you can see which document it is.  From there you can decide what you want to do with the document.  You can make a Braille copy of the document, you can make a large print copy of the document, you can make a Daisy book, you can create a PDF of, and there is something else you can create that I cannot quite figure it out.  When you click on one of those nodes like Braille, MP3, Daisy, large print, PDF, it becomes magnified is the wrong word, but as you can see on this point, the option to create a PDF document has a big white circle around it.  And that means that for this document, that is shown in the center you can make a tagged PDF of it.  If I were to play a Braille then focus would shift and you would see a large light circle around the Braille.  One of the issues with the dolphin converter is that you need a very powerful machine.  I did a dolphin converter workshop and there were eight computers, they were all relatively new and I mean within the last eight months, and none of them could chug out to a larger version of the 50 page document using dolphin converter.  All of them crashed and froze.  So you do need, I would suggest if you are going to use this tool, that you get a really high performance computer.  You can adjust the settings for both input and output.  So for example I choose the output settings and what I call large print, I just what I do in terms of MP3 or Daisy.  And all of formats have these types of settings.  So if I'm doing an audio file, I can adjust the speed, the rates, the page, all of those things.  Though there is quite a set of options and settings that you can have for each of your output and input files.  So again, dolphin converter was designed to be used, again it is a tool to quickly create an alternate format and the Daisy is one of those formats.  Okay, once you have the document formatted and you have chosen the output settings you can then start building the book.  So there is a two-step process.  And you can go and change the settings based on the document that you have opened.  So if for example you have large print set to 16, you've opened a document and you go wait a minute, the student needs an 18 point, you can quickly go in and change the settings and then do the final step which is to go ahead and build the book, build the Daisy book, sorry, or print a large print or save it to file or whatever it is you want to do.  You should note that when you are creating Daisy books you don't create a large print creation of the Daisy book.  The size of the text is completely in the hands of the end user.  Eclipse writer will let you change the font as an author while you are working in a Daisy book in word processor, but that is not attached to that of that is simply a tool that you as someone who has a visual disability and might prefer to work in larger print is using.  When a book is built it is in a regular type in a person who then opens the book using their Daisy player can choose how they view and interact with the book.  Just a note about large print and TV.   The first time I thought as I said okay this is like dolphin producer.  I can choose Daisy and Bob's your uncle, Fanny is your aunt, we have a look.  Not so fast.  What it does is create an XML file.  What it does is create a national instructional materials and accessibility standard.  You would not use something like dolphin producer or dolphin converter to build the Daisy book.  You would have to use a full authoring tool or an authoring utility.  In Word 2007, that profit for saving as a daisy can be found, sorry I had to move Olivia.  She is in front of the screen.  They do like to help.  When you download and install the Daisy plug and it will put the save as daisy button under the off button.  When you go to save the document as a Daisy format, it will open a dialogue that has some settings for you to change.  You will also be notified that the book has been completed, or the process, sorry, the XML has been completed and when you look for the files in the folder that you save them, in the right of the flight is NI con of light the document is going to look like.  So it no longer looks like a Word document, it doesn't look like a Web document, it has a little globe in the icon of it.  Save as daisy, and here is the exciting part.  Need Word 2010, there will be a ribbon.  And this is a prerelease of Word 2010.  So nothing is written down, but currently in a prerelease there is what is called an accessibility ribbon.  And it is really easy ribbon Trail because the tools that are (inaudible) creating a Daisy book.  One you'll have a tool for marking content, but one of the really neat tools and it is a tool that everyone will be able to take advantage of is the acrid tool.  Currently it is found in the accessibility ribbon.  What that allows you to do is to create something.  That is an acronym.  And it actually has a list of acronyms in a document be able to access the list if you forget what an acronym looks like and have it identified for you.  So I think that this is just the niftiest tool that I have seen in a long time.  So I can select something like CBA, which sales for the Canadian rail Authority.  I can then choose to mark it as an acronym ended up in the dialogue.  I then type in the long form of the acronym, which is Canadian rail Authority and then I can choose to have just did in of it.  So if I had to acronyms that are the same, CBA,I can say either use this acronym and an expansion throughout the whole document or only use it for this iteration of the acronym.  And then I can go up and there is a manage acronym button and that gives me a list of all the acronyms plus their expansion.  And I'm thinking how good is that?  So again, something to look forward to in Word 2010.  One of the other tools that you will want to take advantage of, and I have put a link here to an article on how to use if that was written by the Microsoft office engineering team.  And it is the office 2010 accessibility checker.  Again, a prerelease.  And the article written by the team identifies that.  But it will give you an idea of how this will work once office 2010 is released.  The example that I have here on the slide is of a document that has an image and the first image is where to find the accessibility checker, the second image is identifying again where it is.  And I'm not going to get specific about this because I'm not sure if it's going to be in the same place for the actual release version.  The last picture shows that I had an image in the document that had no all text and it found it.  So I go over to the pain with my sound results like you quickly see why moving down the figure with no all text that is highlighted in my document and then I can go and add the all text to it.  So again, another tool that will be coming with the new version of Microsoft Office.  Back to our Daisy book.  In once you have the save as daisy XML file you can use something like pipeline.  I left this slide and because there may be some of you who want to go and try it and will be successful at it, unlike myself.  As I said I tried for several days to get pipeline to produce a book.  I had one error that I could fix and it would not tell me where to go to fix a so I ended up opening the XML file in eclipse writer and within five minutes I had my Daisy book.  That was last year so they may have improved it and that's why I've given you the link to pipeline so that you can go and experiment and see where they have the DAISY plug-in.  Those are the main conversion tools that you are going to see.  The links to the Daisy Consortium that I gave you last week have a more complete list.  The ones that I have talked about are the most commonly used ones.  He If you go to (see Sun), I would urge you to go to the dolphin booth.  Exhibit booths.  And get a demonstration of all three of their tools.  The Daisy producer, daisy converter and Daisy publisher because they will be there and they will be more than happy to demonstrate that for you.  I would also urge you to go to the IRT I booth and have a demonstration of the eclipse writer because they will be able to answer any of your question.  You would be able to see all of these products in action.  I don't know if there is a session on the save as DAISY and pipeline.  Sometimes the (inaudible) group does a presentation on this.  Sometimes the DAISY consortium itself will do a presentation on it.  So if you are interested in working on Daisy, I would look and see who is doing presentations.  I will also suspect that design science will be there and will be able to demonstrate math (inaudible) and math Daisy to you and they would know math better than I am.  I will cover that the last week of this webinar series to take advantage of the Nancy's son if you are going to take a look at the tools and have them demonstrated by the developers and that will help you understand better how they work, but they will also be able to answer maybe some of the questions that I cannot.  So turning to the authoring tools now.  The authoring tools are I just call them full blown authoring tools.  They have the ability to add text, eclipse writer has its own word processor, dolphin easy publisher has an area that is called (inaudible) review, in which you can add content.  So using the authoring tool you can open a Word document in it and create your Daisy book or you can simply type and copy and paste information into the authoring tool and then build your Daisy up from scratch.  So it is kind of an all-inclusive tool.  You don't need to go anywhere else.  You just use the eclipse writer or easy publisher to create your Daisy book.  So eclipse writer DNA.  And I talked about this.  These guys, yes, we all like CSI and okay, law and order.  DNA in eclipse writer, and it is the only tool that I know that creates a DNA.  It will take all of the information for a DAISY book and store it in a very small file.  In essence, about the size of your DNA.  You can then either click the file on a secure Internet or you can e-mail it to someone.  And they can build it at the other end.  Do they need to have eclipse writer?  No.  They can use a tool called the eclipse water which is a very small utility and I think last I checked it was $50 or you could get a site license which is considerably less than buying an authoring tool.  So you can get eclipse water, and I think there are also site licenses available for educational institutions.  In once you get the DNA file it is open to using eclipse water, you have the Daisy book on your desktop you can put it on CD, but is on the victor stream, put it on the play top pocket, where ever you want to put it and away you go.  So it is a really nice compact way of sharing Daisy content.  Because the DAISY files and folders can get quite large.  He am so trying to send those three e-mail, trying to send those to anyone on anything other than a DVD or CD may be a little cumbersome.  If you have large books, for example I did Charlie and the chocolate factory for one of the local school boards and it would not fit on a CD.  Once I had the audio files and they wanted text and audio.  So once I had it done it would not fit on a CD.  I had to break it into five CDs.  Then I had to set a five CDs for them.  This was before we had the eclipse water tool or utility to actually extracted DNA.  If I were doing the book now and using eclipse writer, the school board would invest in eclipse water which is as I said a minimal cost, I would send them the DNA file, they would open a DNA in eclipse water and build the book in one process at their end.  They may also allow students to have access to it.  A lot of the students are now using the more portable DAISY players, but again you're going to have to take a look at what players are the students or your clients or customers using their and try and create your Daisy books for the most universal device that is being used.  So I put a link on the slide to eclipse water so that you can read more about it and read more about the DNA process and how that all works.  In eclipse reader you now have weekly reader with eye.  And it has a webpage that goes right to the IRT I think your download site and they have some demonstration bucks.  When you buy eclipse writer you also get eclipse reader and eclipse water, so you can test it all out yourself and see what is going to work best for you.  This is an image of the file created when we did our Daisy book.  And I put this image here again because I wanted to remind you of where you would find the DNA file.  Though you might have something, if I did a book that I wrote, Microsoft Word 2007 from keyboard, I would have a Microsoft Word 2007 from the keyboard HTML file but I would also have a Microsoft Word 2007 from the keyboard be any point DNA file.  So I can quickly find it and send it to someone and they could build the book.  Eclipse writer has two different versions.  There is the Personal Edition which is designed for just the average person to create their own Daisy.  They do include a jobs script so it would work very well with job.  I find that I get more feedback about what is going on if I don't use my screen reader with it.  But I use the onboard text to speech tool.  I find more of the dialog information is read to me in a more timely manner.  So you have the eclipse writer personal but you also have eclipse writer professional and there is a large difference in price.  The reason is that you do get some of the licensing for, I believe, the voices when you died at professional and it is part of the professional package.  It is an acknowledgment that the intention is to create DAISY books that are going to be distributed.  We eclipse writer, and I know that if you use dotted out the eclipse writer supported file formats are plain text so I can open a plain text document in their word processor.  It can be a rich text or RTF file.  It can be a Microsoft Word or DOC file, it can be a web-based file both HTM and HTML.  I can open a needless base to format, PDF or PDF file.  And I can scan documents right into eclipse writer.  And that is in the latest version of eclipse writer.  I believe it now also supports DOCX.400 so I can open any of those documents in a word processor or I can copy and paste into their word processor or type my own information into there.  The interface for eclipse writer has two components.  It has the book build window and it has the word processor window.  By default it now opens in the word processor.  It used to open in them to build view of the project but that was very confusing for people so now it will open in what is called basic mode and that is right into the word processor.  You can go into the preference and choose in advanced mode which allows you to move back and forth between the book build window and of the word processor window little bit easier.  If you are in the book build window, all plus W. will just open the word processor and take you back in there.  I know as I'm seeing it, it is all not making sense, so here is the eclipse writer about the build process..  The title bar at the top, there is the file menu.  Underneath the file menu are a series of, they are really little icons.  It's not a real toolbar.  And again you see the different format, so different standards are used for the user interface.  On the other left side of the main document area are three but that allow you to choose drive directories and files.  Underneath that all are shown all of the drives of your computer.  You'll notice that mine has quite a few.  On that right-hand side of the main user interface is divided into two parts.  The top part has any tech.  So if I were creating a Daisy book that has text in it, or a text navigational point like introduction or background or chapter 1, I would see that in the top right area.  Underneath and what I will call the lower right-hand corner is the outline view.  And that is where your navigational points are going to appear.  He so as I have created the book and brought it into this final step to actually build the bug, all of the headings are going to be shown and their number is going to be shown with them in that area of the user interface.  So if I've missed something when I was working in a word processor for example if I went from a heading one to a heading three, this is a chance for me to quickly review the hierarchy.  And it does act as a table of contents.  So that you can see any of the headings that you have identified in a book, you will see in this final step of the book build process.  This is what the word processor looks like an IM in eclipse writer.  I have expanded one of the file menu for the you can see that you can insert, you can have graphics in your Daisy book, you can have tables, you can have list, you can mark heading, there is an automated tool to go and find everything it thinks might be a heading.  Everything it thinks might be a page number.  One of the strategies we will talk about next week when we are actually working through this is to roughly know how many headings are in a book before you use the automated tool because it will tell you how many.  It will say eclipse writer found 42 headings in this book.  Well if you know that the book has 50 or has 39, you know that it has made some mistakes.  Though you can't go then and review all of the heading markers.  But the automated tool will at least in most of these may work for you.  And it is based on algorithms, the same as an accessibility checker or HTML checker.  It's based on algorithms of what a common heading may look like in terms of the structural elements.  Dolphin producer, and again, or sorry, easy, I, this is a review of the dolphin products, I should say, so we have easy publisher, easy producer and dolphin creator.  I put all of the links together on this one slide so that if he were reviewing this topic you would be able to see all free or have access to all three of the tool.  And yes, I have clocks that make noise, if you can hear those in the background.  So, dolphin publisher, the nice thing about this is that when I watched dolphin publisher I have a splash screen or I have the option of a splash screen.  That identifies a new product so that I can choose new project.  I can note in an existing project.  I can look at the most recent project I worked on and open.  In the lower half of the splash screen I also have access to tutorials and help information.  So if I were starting a new project I might want to launch dolphin publisher and take a look at a tutorial for building a book and come back here and start a new project.  So it is a really nice tool to be able to have all of that sort of right at your fingertips.  I must say that unlike eclipse writer, dolphin publisher was initially designed for desktop publishing companies.  For companies that were producing tech folks or hardcover books, soft cover book.  So was designed from the publishing industry.  It was not designed for personal use.  So it's an eclipse writer have sort of different routes.  Because of that not everything in dolphin publisher Web accessible.  There are often things that are in rollout that screen writers cannot see.  There are sometimes that are not labeled properly.  And dolphin was working very hard to improve that so that someone who is totally blind could use their product.  But it was not initially designed for people with disabilities to use when it was first released.  And you need to know that in terms of choosing a school that your staff or you are going to be able to use.  So here is a view of dolphin publisher.  As with eclipse writer, there is a title bar, there is a menu bar, there are icons to do some of the functions.  This is just the regular view, the reading you, if you will.  It is not the editing you.  And you'll notice that in the lower half of the application window there is a place where you can record your own audio voice.  So one of the significant differences between her and the eclipse writer is that you can read the text in a document and record your own voice reading it.  It has a built in recording device.  Eclipse writer does not have that capability yet.  With publisher I could also use a synthesized voice if I wanted to.  If you listen to the freedom scientific training materials for jobs and magic comedy is dolphin publisher to produce their training material.  This is the edit view in dolphin publisher.  And what has happened is I have selected some text in them going to manipulate and that is outlined in a yellow highlight.  So I can move between a reading mode and a reading view and edit view if I want to make changes to the DAISY book that I'm creating.  Both eclipse writer and dolphin publisher have the ability to include images in your Daisy book.  Here is a breakdown in a dolphin publisher recording tool.  In the top left we have the recording tool before I start.  In the middle it may have the recording tool.  I started reading and I've made a mistake.  So what I can do is select that area and delete it and re-recorded.  And at lower bottom of slide you see the image where I have deleted the image that I really mocked up and I am ready to rerecord.  So you do have editing capabilities as you are recording your own voice and dolphin publisher.  Again, make sure that if you are producing a proprietary audio format such as MP3 that you do have your licensing in place, or you have a document that outlines what your legal obligations are.  So that is a summary of the conversion tools and getting ready to make your Daisy book.  The key to making good DAISY books is the same as for doing PDF or Braille or any kind of document.  Make sure that you are starting with a real structured document.  Learn how to include proper structuring your document or creation workflow.  The next week we are going to work exclusively with eclipse writer.  And I'm going to show you the different ways that you can create DAISY books using eclipse writer.  If I have audio files on my computer I can put those all together in a bug.  I can take a Word document, a text document and an HTML document and quickly make a Daisy book if I just want to grab some things and read them on the fly.  I can also build a very well structured Daisy book out of the textbook quality and produce that for student.  I can also take a webpage and create a Daisy book for it depending on your webpage it requires more cleanup but it can be done.  And if those are all tools that are within eclipse writer.  We are also going to explore math type and mass DAISY and I've given you a link to those.  I've given you a link to eclipse writer in case you want to go and take a look at it.  I know you can get a demo of the math type and mass Daisy I think you can get a demo of eclipse writer if you wanted to take a look at it in advance to try and familiarize yourself with it.  Also the Carlin communications website.  And at the present time there is not a lot of information on DAISY, but I do have and do workshops on creating accessible documents in Microsoft office products.  So feel free to contact me and if you have any questions between now and next week.  Next is going to be equally full because there is a lot to cover.  And if we don't get it all covered next week it will spill over into the last week when we talk about math type and mass Daisy.  So, I haven't had a chance to take a look over in the chat window but do you have any questions?
